The forum will be organized by the Asia-Pacific Telecommunity (APT) and hosted by the Ministry of Transport, Energy, Communications and Innovation, Tuvalu. It is also supported by the generous contributions from Department of Infrastructure, Transport, Regional Development, Communications, Sport and the Arts, Australia and Ministry of Internal Affairs and Communications, Japan.

1.  VENUE  

The PRFP-19 will be held at the Rt. Hon. Dr. Sir. Tomasi Puapua Convention Centre (TPCC), Funafuti.	 

2.   PARTICIPATION

All APT Members, Associate Members, and Affiliate Members may participate in the forum. The Organizations which have a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with the APT or other relevant international or regional organizations may send representatives to attend the forum.

For Members, Associate Members, and International/Regional Organizations, it is kindly requested to send the official list of members in your delegation.

Participation of Non-Members: Non-APT members may be invited to participate in the activities of the forum as Guests at the discretion of the Chair of the PRFP and the Secretary-General in consultation with the relevant Member administration as appropriate. 

Other non-APT members may participate as observers with the payment of the participation fee (amounting to USD 250) subject to consultation between the Secretary-General and the relevant Member Administrations, as appropriate.

Since the number of physical attendances influences some preparations for the meeting venue and other arrangements, your administration/organization is kindly requested to register delegates for physical attendance preferably by the date specified in the following section.

11.  PRACTICAL INFORMATION
Daily Evening Devotion: A daily evening devotion is observed throughout Tuvalu at approximately 6:45 p.m. During this time, movement along public roads is generally minimized for about 15 minutes while families gather for prayer. Participants are kindly requested to be mindful of this local custom and plan their movements accordingly.
Weather: August is generally one of the drier months in Tuvalu. Temperatures typically range between 27°C and 31°C with high humidity and occasional rainfall. Participants are advised to wear light, comfortable clothing and bring suitable sun protection.

Language: The official languages of Tuvalu are Tuvaluan and English. English is widely used in government, business, and official meetings.
Dress code: Island formal or business attire is recommended during the forum sessions. Due to the tropical climate, participants are encouraged to wear lightweight, comfortable, and professional clothing.

Time Zone:  Tuvalu Time (TVT), UTC +12:00.

Banks & Currency:   The Australian Dollar (AUD) is the official currency of Tuvalu. Banking services are limited, and participants are encouraged to bring sufficient cash for personal expenses. Credit card facilities may not be available at all establishments.

Electricity:  Electricity supply in Tuvalu is 240V, 50Hz. Power outlets are Type I (Australian/New Zealand standard). Participants are advised to bring suitable travel adapters if required.
